David received the award at a gala
celebration night in Liverpool from
celebrity chef Simon Rimmer, where
he was also recognised as a finalist in
two other categories for best-trained
staff and best retailer.

Star Pubs and Bars trading direc-
tor Chris Jowsey added: “The hall-
mark of a great pub is a great pint and
the City Tavern serves one of the best
in the country with beers to satisfy all
palates, delivery and standards that
are second to none and staff that
clearly care.”

This is not the first time The City
Tavern has enjoyed victory in these
awards, having last year taken the
title of Retailer of the Year.
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
